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1. How to access the Digital 
Wiring Regulations through 
VitalSource Bookshelf

VitalSource Bookshelf is the platform that the IET uses to provide digital 
copies of the IET Wiring Regulations and complementary guidance as well as 
other publications, such as our Codes of Practice and Guides. The platform is 
straightforward to use and allows you to download books for offline viewing, print 
pages and make highlights.

2. Creating a Bookshelf account

You will need to create an account to access the Digital Wiring Regulations. You can 
create one by clicking “Create an account” on the login page, or by using the  
link below:

3. Verifying your email

Once you’ve created your account, you will be sent an automated verification email. 
Click the “Confirm Your Email” button. This will take you directly into your new 
Bookshelf account. If you cannot find the email, please try checking your Junk and 
Spam folders, or re-sending the email. Verifying your email will automatically log you 
into your Bookshelf account, taking you to your Library page.



4. Overview of home dashboard 
and My library page

Bookshelf online includes a home dashboard which will serve as an activity hub. It 
will allow you to quickly access your content, add new items to your library, jump 
back into your last reading session and more. There is no home dashboard when 
using Bookshelf on a desktop or mobile app.

4.1.		 Search

The search bar can be used to find a particular title, keyword, author, or term across 
all books in your library.

Please note there is also a search icon which is specific to the book you are currently 
reading or have recently downloaded. This is represented by the magnifying glass 
icon below when using the Bookshelf desktop app. For the mobile app, you can only 
perform this type of search after you have opened the book.

More information on searching within a book can be found in section 7.2.

4.1.1.		 How to search for a book title, keyword, term,  
				    or phrase in My library

To perform this search, type the partial book title, a keyword or phrase you would like 
to locate in the search bar and use the return key on your keyboard.

The results returned will show you all the books in your library that contain the 
word(s) searched for in their title and all the books that contain the keyword, term or 
phrase searched for within the content of the books. The search results will also give 
you the number of “hits” or number of times the keyword, term or phrase appears 
within the book.

4.1.2.		 How to locate the content search results within a book

Selecting the book to be searched in will bring up a navigation panel on the right of 
your screen. This will show all the sections within the book where the keyword, term, 
or phrase can be found. On the desktop app the page number will also be displayed.

Selecting a search result will take you to the page the keyword, term, or phrase that 
you searched is located.



4.2.	 Reading a book

Click on the cover of the book you wish to read. Please note to read a book offline 
on your mobile device or computer, you must first download the Bookshelf app. For 
further information on how to do this, please see section 5: Downloading for offline 
viewing. For the online access of Bookshelf, all you need is to ensure you are using 
a compatible browser.

4.3.	 Main menu

From the main menu you will be able to manage your account, access help, give 
feedback, access the VitalSource online store and sign out of your account. If 
accessing your library page online this functionality is available at the bottom left of 
the page and the online store link is located at the top right of the page.

4.4.	 Book info/more options

By selecting this you will be able to review book details such as author or publisher, 
ISBN and badges for notes, highlights and flashcards and several citation styles. With 
Bookshelf online this is a “more options” button that will enable you to also open the 
selected book or add it to your favourites.

4.5.	 My Books/View all titles

This will enable you to browse all books in your library. Please note this option will 
be displayed as either “My Books” or “View all titles” depending on whether you are 
accessing Bookshelf via the desktop or mobile apps. With online access, all books are 
available in the My library section.

5. Downloading for Offline viewing

To view your books offline, you will need to download the Bookshelf app. It is 
available on all major devices. You can download it from this web page, which has 
direct links for each app store listed below:

Once you’ve added a book to your library, accessing it through the app will 
automatically download it onto your device before it opens.

6. Adding books to your library

Once signed into your Bookshelf account, you’ll have access to your library. You will 
see all the books available to you for the subscription package you have purchased. 
For more information on the books available in each subscription package visit the 
website below:

If you don’t have a subscription package, you can purchase books individually 
and add them to your Bookshelf account. You can also purchase additional books 
that are not in your subscription package.

To add additional books to your library, use the redemption code provided to you 
when you purchased your book from the IET website. The code will be included in 
your order confirmation email. All VitalSource redemption codes are twenty-digit 
alphanumeric codes.

6.1.		 Adding books to your library: Online

To add your book from a web browser, click on “Redeem Code” in the menu bar  
along the top of the web page.

Add your redemption code(s) for the book(s) you have purchased to the code box 
and click on the “Redeem” button. To redeem multiple codes, click the “Add another” 
link and redeem up to 100 codes.

Your library will update with your new book(s). This may take a few minutes.



6.2.	 Adding books to your library: Mac and Windows Desktop Apps

To add your book from a Mac or Windows desktop app, click on the “Redeem” icon 
which is located at the top right-hand corner of the page.

Add your redemption code(s) for the book(s) you have purchased to the code box 
and click on the “Redeem” button. To redeem multiple codes, click the 
“+ More Codes” link and redeem up to 100 codes.

Your library will update with your new book(s). Updating the books in your library 
may take a few minutes.

You can manually update your library by clicking on the “Refresh” icon.

6.3.		  Adding books to your library: iOS Mobile App

If you are using an iOS device and have a redemption code, you will need to redeem 
the code online through a supported web browser before accessing it in the app. See 
section 6.1 Adding books to your library: Online for information on how to do this.



7. Reading tools within the 
Bookshelf reader

Once you’ve opened a book, there are several useful functions and 
tools to help with your reading experience.

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7.1.		 Table of contents

The table of contents allows you to navigate through the content within a book and 
go directly to a specific chapter/section, or subchapter/subsection within the book 
you have open. When using Bookshelf online and via the desktop app, the table of 
contents panel will open automatically on the left of your screen. 

To access the table of contents from a mobile app you will need to select the icon 
below first, before being able to see the table of contents.



7.1.1.		 How to expand and collapse the table of contents view

The “Expand” and “Collapse” buttons can be found towards the top of the table of 
contents panel.

The default view of the table of contents is in “Collapse” view. This view only shows 
the main chapters/sections of the book. If the book is in “Expand” view, you can click 
on “Collapse” to collapse the content.

Selecting “Expand” gives you a view of all the sections within each chapter/section 
of the book.

7.1.2.		 How to navigate to a specific chapter/section  
				    or subchapter/subsection

With the table of contents view in “Expand” view, select the specific chapter/section 
or subchapter/subsection you wish to navigate to.

A grey bar to the right of the chapter/section/page within the table of contents 
panel indicates where in the book has been navigated to.

7.2.		 Search

There are two main types of search function within Bookshelf. The search bar/
window found on the main library page can be used to find a particular book title, 
keyword, author, or term across all books in your library.

More information on searching your whole library can be found in section 4.1.

The search functionality in this section is focussing on searching within a book. The 
search function will enable you to find keywords, terms, or phrases within a book. It 
will also allow you to search for important figures and locate a saved note, highlight, 
flashcard, or bookmark from your Workbook.



7.2.1.		 How to search across a book

To search within an individual book, open the book and select the search icon below. 
The icon will appear as a white symbol against a black background when using the 
mobile app.

Type the keyword, term, or phrase you would like to locate in the search bar. As you 
are typing, the search panel will start returning partial results for the letters you have 
entered. The example below shows partial results when searching for the  
term “earthing”.



Once you’ve typed the keyword, term, or phrase in full use the return key on your 
keyboard. Search results will be categorised as Content, Figures, and Workbook.

7.2.2.		 How to locate the search results within a book

The results of either a keyword, term, or phrase search will show all the sections and 
page numbers within the book where the keyword, term, or phrase can be found by 
Contents, Figures, or Workbook. Selecting a search result will navigate you to the 
page the keyword, term, or phrase that you searched for is located.

7.3.		 Reader preferences

Each book has reader preferences that allow you to change the way the book is 
displayed by giving options to manipulate the book’s text and overall look of the 
book. In addition, reader preferences will allow you to change the highlighter options. 
The specific options for reader preferences available to you will depend on whether 
you are reading the book on Bookshelf online, on the desktop app or on the mobile 
app. It will also depend on the format in which the publisher has created the digital 
book. Currently all IET digital books are created in a fixed PDF layout.

7.3.1.		 How to open reader preferences in a book

Select the icon below to open the reader preferences in a book. The icon will appear 
as a white symbol against a black background when using the mobile app.

 



The reader preferences menu will appear in one of the following formats depending 
on how you are accessing the book.

7.3.2.		 How to change the display settings in reader preferences

Use the Zoom slider to increase or decrease the size of the text in the book.

The Page View options will allow you to fit the content of the book to the height or 
width of your screen.

The Night Display option will make it easier to read in low light settings.

For the desktop and mobile apps, you can select “Scrolling” to scroll vertically 
through your book.

In the desktop app, you are also able to view the content as a two-page spread by 
selecting the “Double Page” toggle.

7.3.3.		 How to change highlighter settings in reader preferences

The highlighter settings are within the Reader Preferences of a book view. Select the 
Reader Preferences icon and verify that “Highlighters” is underlined. You can then 
select highlighter colours, assign different categories to the colours, add or remove a 
highlighter from your My Highlighters list or turn on or off Fast Highlight.

7.3.4.		 What is Fast Highlight?

When Fast Highlight is on, it will allow you to quickly highlight a section of text using 
the last highlighter used.



7.3.5.		 How to highlight text in a book

To highlight text, select the text you would like highlighted by holding the cursor 
while selecting the text and releasing it. When using the mobile app, select the text 
you would like highlighted by holding your finger down on the text while selecting 
the text by moving your finger over the text you would like to highlight and releasing 
it. This action will bring up a Highlighter option menu. If you have more than one 
highlighter available, they will be listed in the menu. Selecting the highlighter will 
highlight the text.



7.3.6.		 How to remove a highlight

Click on the highlight you would like to remove. A menu will pop up, click on the “x” 
within the highlight you want to remove.



7.3.8.		 How to remove a highlighter from the My Highlighters list

Select the highlighter you want to remove from your My Highlighters list. Select 
“Delete”, you will receive a warning that when you delete a highlighter, you will also 
be deleting what has been highlighted in your book and any note(s) associated  
as well.

7.3.7.		 How to add highlighters to the list of My Highlighters

In the Highlighters section of any book’s Reader Preferences view, there is an “Add 
New Highlighter” option. After you click on that option, you will be given an option 
to select a colour and update the default name of the highlighter. You will also have 
the option to make the highlighter public. Finally, selecting “Save” will add this 
highlighter to your My Highlighters list.



7.4.		 Workbook

Workbook is where you can view all your highlights, notes, bookmarks, and flashcards 
for a specific book.

7.4.1.		 How to open Workbook in a book

Select the icon below to open the Workbook in a book. The icon will appear as a 
white symbol against a black background when using the mobile app.

The Workbook menu will appear on the right of your screen when using Bookshelf 
online or on the desktop app, and in one of the following formats depending on how 
you are accessing the book.

7.5.		 Margin notes

Margin notes are notes you make when highlighting specific content within a book. 
You will only see notes for the current section of the book you are in. When there are 
no notes created for the section of the book you are in, the margin notes will  
be empty.

7.5.	1.		 How to open margin notes

Selecting the icon below will open the margin notes section. This section contains the 
notes you make when highlighting a piece of text in a book.

This icon is only available when using Bookshelf online. See section 7.5.2 for 
information on how to access margin notes in the desktop and mobile  
Bookshelf apps.

7.5.	2.	 How do I know whether the current section of a book contains 	
margin notes?

When using Bookshelf online, you will see the following icon to the right of the text 
in your book. The colour of the icon will depend on the colour of the highlight used to 
create the note. Selecting this icon will open the margin notes section.

When using Bookshelf via the desktop or mobile apps, you will see the following icon 
to the left of the text in your book. Again, the colour of the icon will depend on the 
colour of the highlight used to create the note.

Selecting this icon will open the margin notes in a popup window.

7.5.3.		 How to close margin notes

To close the margin notes section of your book, reverse the steps outlined in section 
7.5.1 by selecting the icon below.

If using the Bookshelf desktop or mobile app, click out of the margin notes  
popup window.

7.6.		 More options

In the more options menu within Bookshelf online, you will find the read aloud, print, 
beta features, help and my account functions. The beta features function is not 
available for the Bookshelf desktop app. The mobile app has a slightly different more 
options menu. More information can be found on this within the  
“How to Guide” section of the mobile app.



7.6.1.		 How to open the more options menu

Select the following icon to open the more options menu.

This is located at the top right corner of the Bookshelf online book view.



7.6.2.		 Read aloud function

The read aloud function for Bookshelf online and the desktop app is in the more 
options menu described in section 7.6. In the mobile app it is in the bottom right 
corner of the book view.



7.6.3.		 How to use read aloud function

Once you have opened the read aloud function through the more options menu of the 
book, you can have the book read aloud to you under the default settings by using 
the play icon as shown below.

Once you have selected the play icon, you will see the text being read aloud in 
yellow, and the icon will become a pause icon.

7.6.4.		 Read aloud options menu

The following is the read aloud menu and it includes the following options: settings, 
skip back, play/pause, skip forward, and close.

To start reading from another location on the screen, click the text at the desired 
start location and select Read aloud from here on the menu.

To change the player speed, voice, or content settings, click the settings icon on  
the player.



A modal that displays tabs for speed, voice, and content settings will be displayed. 
To change the player speed, move the move the Speed bar along the slider.

Click the “Voice” tab to change the player’s language and voice. The default language 
corresponds with the language of the book and under each language are the voices 
that have been downloaded to your device.



To change the Content Settings, click the appropriate tab on the settings modal. 
Select from a “Detailed Reading Mode”, which reads all of the content on the book 
page, or a “Simplified Reading Mode”, which provides a focused listening experience 
by skipping footnotes, image descriptions, and URL hyperlinks.



7.6.5.		 How to use the print function

Please note, Bookshelf is designed to print small, “on the go” sized print jobs for 
personal use only. Printing a book cover to cover is not permitted and the IET 
restricts the number of pages that can be printed in any print job to five for each 
reading session.

To print, select the print function from the more options menu. This will bring up the 
following options.

After inputting the page number range and selecting “Print”, you will see the 
following message at the top right corner of the page.



After the print job has been prepared, you will see the following message, again at 
the top right corner of the page.

When you select “Print Now”, a window will pop up to allow you to choose the 
printer you want to print the page(s) to or save the page(s) to PDF. All pages printed 
or saved to PDF will contain a “DO NOT COPY” watermark and your email address. 
This protects publisher content and reduces piracy. It is important to note that 
printing in Bookshelf is for personal, private use only. No part of any of the books on 
Bookshelf can be reproduced or transmitted without the publisher’s prior permission.

7.6.6.		 How to use beta features

The Beta features section of Bookshelf online is where features in progress are 
placed. Beta Features are accessed via the more options menu.

There are toggle switches associated with each beta feature so they can be turned 
on or off.



7.6.7.		 How to use the help function

Selecting help from the more options menu will provide you with the following 
options.

Clicking on one of these options will take you to the relevant page for that option.

7.6.8.		 How to use my account function

Selecting the my account function from the more options menu will allow you to edit 
your profile (first/last name, security information); reset your password; download 
the Bookshelf App; manage the devices being used for Bookshelf (you are allowed to 
have two computers and two mobile/tablet devices activated at any given time) and 
select the language you want to use with Bookshelf. 

You can also sign out of your current session of Bookshelf from “My Account”. Please 
note that selecting the “My Account” link will redirect you to a webpage or open up 
a new webpage where you can access your account information.

7.7.		 Bookmarking

You can add a bookmark to your book from Bookshelf online or the desktop or mobile 
apps. A bookmark added on for example the mobile app will also be saved on your 
Bookshelf online view and on your desktop app.

7.7.1.		 How to add a bookmark

Use the following icon located on the bottom left of your screen to bookmark a page. 
The icon will appear as a white symbol against a black background when using the 
mobile app.



You can also bookmark a page by using the “+” icon in the Bookmarks Workbook 
section of a book.

7.7.2.		 How to view your bookmarks

To view your bookmarks, use the following icon to open the Workbook. The icon will 
appear as a white symbol against a black background when using the mobile app. 
Then select the bookmark tab to see the page or pages you have bookmarked in your 
My Bookmarks section of a book. Selecting a bookmark will take you to the page that 
has been bookmarked.



7.7.3.		 How to remove a bookmark

To remove a bookmark, you will need to be in the Bookmarks Workbook section of 
your book. Locate the bookmark you would like to remove in the My Bookmarks 
section, and hover over the bookmark. A delete icon (a dustbin) will appear. 
Click on the delete icon to remove the bookmark.

7.7.4.		 How to add a bookmark from your Workbook

You can use the “+” icon to the right of the My Bookmarks heading to add a 
bookmark to the page you are currently on. A window will appear asking you to 
confirm that you want to bookmark the current page. Select “Add Bookmark” and the 
page will be bookmarked. The bookmark icon at the bottom left of your screen will 
turn blue or grey.



7.8.		 Page navigation

Turning the page or navigating to a particular page in a book can be accomplished in 
a few ways.

You can turn the pages of a book as you would a paper version by clicking on the 
Previous and Next icons located at the bottom right of the book view.

You can also type the page number you need to navigate to into the Go to Page 
section of the page navigation area and press enter.



Page navigation can also be controlled through the movement of the page navigation 
icon located at the bottom of the book view page.

The Table of contents view also gives you the ability to navigate by page, please visit 
the Table of contents section for more details.
